A c ommunity event for many years, this year’ s Heart Wa lk was a  tremendous suc c ess 
with over $7,000 ra ised  for the Child ren’s Hosp ita l. In speaking with Peppy and  his wife, Luc ille, a fter a  rec ent Ro-
ta ry meeting, it is c lear tha t he is touc hed  by how the Child ren’s Hosp ita l serves pa tients without regard  to their 
ab ility to pay for med ic a l servic es. He is c ommitted  to ra ising money for this worthy c ause through the Annua l 
Heart Wa lk and  getting c ommunity members motiva ted  to c a re for their own and  their families’  heart hea lth. 
Peppy c red its the Rota ry c lub  and  a  team of peop le for the suc c ess of the Heart Wa lk, not wanting to take the 
c red it for the event himself and  bec ause he c hampions a  sp irit of c ommunity ownership  and  heart hea lth 
awareness on beha lf of a ll of Alhambra , Peppy is our City Spotlight Person of the month. He exemplifies our 
motto a t Kingdom Causes of insp iring, c onnec ting and  mob ilizing peop le for c ommunity transformation.
